Exmoor Food Festival Extended to Ten Days

Featuring several new events, the tenth Exmoor Food Festival will run for ten days from Friday 30th September to Sunday 9th October with a raft of cookery workshops, themed evenings, food fairs and tasting platters. It will showcase the variety of quality, independent food and drink producers in this beautiful part of the West Country, which straddles North Devon and West Somerset. 
 
The tasty programme kicks off on 30th September with a two-hour evening cookery demonstration by Streamcombe Cookery School and Farthings Farm Shop near Dulverton; exploring interesting ways to cook and serve the season’s game with plenty of opportunity for sampling, hands-on experience and tasting some matched wines.
 
Other highlights will include an evening of Cider, Cheese and Chutney; a Chocolate Supper with sweet and savoury courses from Nutcombe Chocolates; real ale and cider trail and networking session for budding growers looking for land, plus food fairs, farmers’ markets, themed evenings, farm open days and Victorian cream teas. Among the dining offers are a steak night, a fine dining experience at the AA two rosette Sandfords restaurant in Lynton Cottage Hotel and an evening of seafood, as well as the ever popular ‘Breakfast in the Heart of Exmoor’ at Moorland Hall, Wheddon Cross. Some events will take place every day throughout the festival, while others will be on specific days. 
 
There are several child-specific events such as the Wibbly Wobbly Jelly at Minehead Eye – where young jelly fans can compete in a jelly-eating contest followed by a jelly food fight to win membership to Minehead Eye. Old clothes and goggles recommended!
 
Some sell out events from last year are running again and include the local game evening at Foxes Academy, a specialist catering Academy for young adults with learning difficulties, and Fish and the Blues at Dunster Castle Hotel, with a blues band accompanying the best the West Country has to offer from the seas.
 
There will be several weekend ‘meet the producer’ events either side of the moor; the Lyn Food and Fete takes place Sunday, 2nd October on the Manor Green, Lynmouth while the West Somerset Community College Farm Open day in Minehead is on Saturday 8th October and the Exmoor Food Fayre at Porlock draws the festival to a close on Sunday, 9th October. And since the festival dates coincide with the North Devon and Exmoor Walking Festival (30th September – 3rd October) there’s also six food walks over Exmoor for those keen to ensure they don’t increase their waistline! www.exmoorwalkingfestival.co.uk.
