Head over to the boating lake and you will be
amazed at the wildlife there is to see. A walk
around the lake, grassland area and woodland
strip will be rewarded with a plethora of flora and
fauna; tracks and signs of mammals and a wealth
of birdsong.




The trees and hedgerows are a
mix of field maple, hazel,
hawthorn and elder. Look for the
large oaks; sessile, penduculate
and turkey. The ground flora
includes hartstongue fern,
navelwort, jack by the hedge,
yarrow and cow parsley, red
campion and herb robert.

Mallard, moorhen, coof,

- black headed gull and
little grebe can all be
seen on the lake. Look out
for the large carp basking
in the sun.

Common blue, blue tailed
damselflies and beautiful
demoiseles as well as black
tailed skimmer, emperor and
golden ringed dragonfly can be
seen around the lake and stream
through the summer.

Buzzards soar on the thermals or
look for one perched in the trees.
Look out for the characteristic
‘flap, flap, glide' of the
sparrowhawk or a hovering kestrel.
Listen for tawny owl with their
'kewick, Twoowh'

great and long tail tit.
Look for signs of fox and
badger too.

Exe Estuary — OS Map: SX 960 870 - RSPB

The RSPB Exe Estuary reserves consist of two separate areas of coastal grazed marsh on opposite sides
of the estuary: Exminster Marshes and Bowing Green marsh in Topsham. Very good for birds — breeding

lapwing and redshank. Waterfowl in the winter — wigeon, pochard, teal, black tailed godwit, curlew. For more
information Tel: 01392 432691 (RSPB Southwest Regional Office).

Aylesbeare Common - OS Map: SX 057 897 - RSPB

Part of the East Devon Pebblebed heaths, this reserve is the place to see dartford warbler, nightjar and
stonechat. Its sheltered woods, streams and ponds are excellent for reptiles and amphibians as well as
damsel and dragonflies. For more information Tel: 01392 432691.

Exe Reed Beds — OS Map: SX 957 885 — Devon Wildlife Trust

This reserve is an extensive area of tidal reedbed, salt marsh and mud flats dissected by tidal creeks. It has
no access due to the fact that the site lies on tidal mud flats, however, good views are afforded over the site
from the public right of way along the Exeter Ship Canal and from Topsham. The site lies adjacent to The
Old Sludge Beds nature reserve, a Devon Wildlife Trust freshwater reedbed nature reserve. During the winter
this section of the estuary is important for wildfowl and waders such as red-breasted merganser, curlew,
redshank, wigeon, teal and avocet. Many of these use the creeks and mud flats adjacent to the reed beds
to feed.

Sancliffe Copse (Nature Reserve) — OS Map: SX 843 860 — Devon Wildlife Trust

Scanniclift Copse is mainly derelict oak copse adjoining the oak woodland at Woodah

Farm. The woodland consists mainly of oak, last coppiced some 60 - 100 years ago; some

of the larger specimens are probably over 300 years old. During spring the woodland floor

is covered in bluebells and wild garlic. This woodland supports many key species: greater  pmmm

and lesser horseshoe bats, melanistic fallow deer, harts tongue fern, soft shield fern and m

bush vetch. Also present are lesser spotted woodpeckers, pied flycatchers, bird’s nest

orchid and bastard balm.
