
East Hook Holiday Cottages are part of 
West Hook Farm which is a traditional 
mixed farm; Suffolk x Texel sheep, cereals, 
Limousin cross cattle and free range hens 
and geese.

A walk down the lane on a sunny day will be 
rewarded with many different species of butterflies 
due to the extensive hedgerows and grassland. 
Gatekeeper, meadow brown, ringlet, common blue, 
painted lady along with the more common species 
such as red admiral, peacock and tortoiseshell are 
but some of the species to be seen. On the roof of 
the buildings, pied wagtails with their characteristic 
bobbing tail and waiter-like black and white plumage 
can often be seen. Through the summer months, 
the hirundines – swallows and house martins, can 
be seen high in the sky feeding on the plethora of 
insect life.

Wildlife places of interest nearby
Black-a-Tor Copse – OS Map: SX 562 918  
A 29 ha reserve situated 380 metres above sea level on Dartmoor and one of the best examples of a high 
altitude oak wood in Britain. Its trees and rocks are dripping with nationally important varieties of mosses 
and lichen and provides a rare habitat for some moorland birds including wheatear and stonechat. This is a 
fairly remote reserve so good weather is important to get the best from this reserve. For more information

Halwill Junction – OS Map: SS 443 004 
This nature reserve is a disused railway line with a variety of habitats and the National Cycle Network Route 
3 runs through it, making it easily accessible. In the wet areas angelica, meadowsweet and ragged robin 
can be seen along with marsh orchids in July. There are a plethora of birds including green woodpecker 
many of the tit family and warblers. For more information telephone 01392 279244.
Dunsford – OS Map: SX 805 884 (Steps Bridge) & SX 784 893 (Clifford Bridge) 
A 57 ha river valley woodland, floodplain grassland and scrub with rocky slopes and 
heath. It has a great diversity of flora and fauna due to the rich mix of habitats. Otter, deer, 
badger, dormouse, dipper, pied flycatcher and salmon can be found along with many 
species of butterfly, it’s a great site to visit all year round, but daffodil season is March-
