The site at Cofton has plenty of wildlife that can
easily be seen and a walk around the five coarse
fishing ponds will be rewarded with a plethora of
flora and fauna, tracks and signs of mammals
and a wealth of birdsong. The ponds are stocked
with fish; carp, rudd, roach, bream and koi ghost
carp. The vegetation around the ponds and in the
floating island form ideal habitat for invertebrates
as well as hideouts and cover for the fish.

The flora is a mix of yellow flag iris, marsh
marigold, typha, water figwort and water mint
along with sedges and phragmites reed. Goat
willow, weeping willow and some silver birch
make up the carr (wet-woodland) at the back of
the ponds and on some of the islands.
