
Hembury Court is an organic farm in East 
Devon on the edge of the Blackdown Hills 
which has four 5 star holiday cottages. The 
tranquil location makes it the perfect place 
to get away from it all.
A walk around the grounds of Hembury Court with be 
rewarded with plenty of wildlife that can easily be seen. 
There is a large duck pond with around 30 ducks of 
mixed origin – some ornamental ducks and plenty of 
mallard with their ducklings through the summer. 

The fields and rough grassland have many species 
of wildflowers and fauna along with butterflies such 
as orange-tip, small and large white, meadow brown, 
ringlet, common blue and small copper can be seen 
and along the hedgerows you may glimpse butterflies 
such as speckled wood, comma, gatekeeper and 
holly blue.

Wildlife places of interest nearby
Hembury Hill Fort – National Trust – OS Map: ST 113 031 
Hembury Hill Fort is a Neolithic causewayed enclosure. It dates from the late fifth and early 
fourth millennia BC onwards to the Roman Invasion.  An Iron Age Hill Fort was later built on 
the same site. There has been archaeological evidence found on the site of Roman Military 
occupation, suggesting a Fort within the existing Iron Age site. The bluebells are a sight to see 
in the springtime and all the woodland birds such as nuthatch, great spotted woodpecker and 
treecreeper. Part of the Jurassic Coast World Heritage Site, the coastal path passes the largest 
self-sown ash woodland in Britain. (The woodland established due to the decline in sheep 
grazing in the 1920’s because of the import of New Zealand lamb).

Lickham Common – Devon Wildlife Trust – OS Map: ST 128 122  
Lickham Common is a nature reserve leased by the Devon Wildlife Trust from the  
Hemyock Parish Council. The site covers 4 hectares of the lower slopes of the  
Lickham valley, and is very wet and boggy. The central area of wet heath is surrounded by 
invasive regenerating woodland and scrub. The wet heath at Lickham is especially 
interesting and contains a typical mix of heathland plants.  There are extensive areas 
of purple moor grass growing in large, high tussocks in association with impressive 
stands of bog myrtle.  Marsh violet, lesser spearwort, marsh bedstraw and horsetail 
are abundant.  Bracken covers the drier slopes and the woodland consists mainly 
of birch and sallow, although there are some oak and beech.  Alder buckthorn is 
common in the scrub.
