Wildlife places of interest nearby
Branscombe, Salcombe Regis and Sidmouth – National Trust 
The national trust own the coastline in this area, there is plenty to see with shingle 
beaches, woodland and heath. Mining bees, fritillary butterflies and blue gromwell 
are specialities.

Great Undercliffe NNR and Coastal Path – OS Map: SY 256 896 and SY 323 913 
Part of the Jurassic Coast World Heritage Site, the coastal path passes the largest 
self-sown ash woodland in Britain. (The woodland established due to the decline in 
sheep grazing in the 1920’s because of the import of New Zealand lamb).

Core Hill Wood, Sidmouth – Woodland Trust – OS Map: SY 113 911 
A mixed woodland established in the last 100 years but with much older mature 
boundary trees.  Species to be found include alder and willow carr, sycamore, 
beech, birch and ash, scot’s pine and oak with willow and hazel understorey.

There is a central glade of heath vegetation – ling, bell heather and gorse. 
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
