Mazzard Farm is a complex of six
barns converted to luxury holiday
accommaodation. The site features an
acre of formal gardens with beautiful
flower-rich beautiful garden beds, an
acre of orchard, allotment, a pond
plus 8 acres of woodland.

The barns have been converted sympathetically
to the wildlife around. There are special slits in
the stonework for roosting bats. The lime mortar
between the stonework is ideal for burrowing
maisonary bees and the wysteria climbing up
the front is a great place for nesting birds such
as robin, spotted flycatcher and pied wagtail. In
the centre of the courtyard stands a splendid
specimen of a medlar tree with clematis growing
up through the centre and spreading out over
the top of the tree.

This reserve is one of the northernmost remaining blocs of East Devon Pebbled Heaths and is mostly

a mixture of wet and dry heath rich in species of heather and gorse. The heathland is fringed by mixed
woodland and is divided by a series of wet grassy fields. 40 species of birds breed on the site, including
the nationally rare Dartford warbler, nightjar, stonechats, linnets and meadow pipits. There are significant
invertebrate populations and there are many butterfly species present. The wet runnels and ponds are
home to the UK'’s rare raft spider. Roe deer, dormice, badger and rabbits use the woodlandnd several bat
species can be seen. Adders, grass snakes, common lizards and slow worms are also present here.

Hawkswood - OS Map: SY 200978

Hawkswood'’s 4 hectares lie on the steep north facing slope of the Offwell Brook. The area is a mosaic

of heath and grassland with areas of naturally-regenerating birch scrub. There are also small plantations

of beech, and part of the reserve is bounded by a mixed rhododendron hedge providing a spectacular
display of colour in late May/early June. Hawkswood is noted for its butterflies. Over 30 species have been
recorded including the purple hairstreak, green hairstreak, pearl bordered fritillary and marbled white. Many
woodland birds can be seen on the reserve and notable breeding species include the buzzard and green
woodpecker.

The Rough lies within the Blackdown Hills Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty (AONB). It is typical of the
once frequent spring-line grassland communities found within the Blackdown Hills, and
contributes greatly to the landscape appeal of the area. The grassland supports a diverse
flora with a wide variety of grasses and sedges. The small area of woodland to the west h C
of the reserve is dominated by alder and the hedgebank boundaries of the reserve _ O
support various fern species and trees. The diverse flora supports 17 recorded species of

butterfly and buzzard, sparrowhawk, green and greater spotted woodpecker are regularly m

seen. Badgers inhabit the area and fallow and roe deer can also be seen. For more
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
