Halsdon — OS Map: SS 554 131 (Ashwell Carpark) and SS 560 117 (Quarry Carpark)

The North Devon UNESCO Biosphere Reserve
Wheatland farm is in the transition zone of the North Devon UNESCO Biosphere Reserve, and you
can explore all the way to its stunning core at Braunton Burrows. Take the bus (or drive) and join
the off-road Tarka Trail at Torrington (13 miles). Then wend your way on foot or bike through the
river valley, along the estuary all the way to Barnstaple, and to the spectacular Braunton Burrows
beyond.

Rackenford and Knowstone Moor Nature reserves — OS map SS 851 211

Rackenford and Knowstone Moors, together with adjacent Hares Down, are the largest
remaining block of Culm grassland (the same habitat as Wheatland Farm’s Popehouse h
Moor) in Devon. The area is a UK Site of Special Scientific Interest and also a Special

Area of Conservation under European law for its marsh fritillary butterflies, purple moor-

grass pasture and wet heath. It's about 20 miles from Wheatland Farm and offers a wild

day out for serious naturalists!
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
