Yapham coastal holiday cottages in
Hartland, North Devon consist of three
small and select barn conversions.
These self-catering cottages are
surrounded by five acres of lovely
grounds with breathtaking views across
the fields to the coast and sea.

The grounds include a large garden surrounded
by an ancient boundary hedge along the south-
eastern side of the site. This connects a two acre
ancient oak and beech woodland with a hazel,
goat willow and elder under storey. There are
many splendid old oaks which are covered in
lichen and moss and have epiphytes growing
from their branches. The ground flora of the
woodland includes many of the species of fern
such as harts tongue, hard, ladies, male and
broad buckler fern.

The hedgerows are a mix of
scrub elm, hazel and hawthorn,
blackthorn and elder. Hedgerow

plants include hartstongue fern,

navelwort, jack by the hedge,
yarrow and cow parsley, red
campion and herb robert.

In the field butterflies such
as meadow brown,
gatekeeper, small white and
large white can be seen and
red admiral, comma, >
tortoiseshell and peacock can
be seen along the hedgerows. — - —

the woodland look for
roe deer slots. Look
out for signs of fox
(their scats) and
badger latrines as well.

The woodland is an oak woodland
with an understorey of elder, holly
and bramble, and the ground flora
includes ferns such as
broadbuckler, hartstongue, ladies,
male and hard fern along with
celandines and enchanters

nightshade.

In the hedgerows look for
whitethroat and blackcap
along with blue great and
long tail tit. In May look for
the early purple orchids that
grow at the bottom of the

The land at Yapham forms the boundary with Brownsham woods and there are 2 miles of circular
walks which join the south west coastal path. The woods are a mix of broadleaves with many of
the woodland birds such as great spotted woodpecker, nuthatch, buzzard and sparrowhawk.
Spring is the best time for the birds and woodland flora with the carpets of bluebells. For more
information Tel: 01237 441976.

Marsland Nature Reserve — OS Map: SS 230 173

It is an exceptionally diverse nature reserve consisting largely of a wooded, steep-sided valley,
along with coastal heath and grassland, meadows, woodland glades, bracken-covered slopes
and small streams and ponds. In the spring it is rich in wild flowers and the woodlands are alive
with birds. Otter, dormouse and pearl bordered fritillary are amongst the rarities to be found at the

Meddon Green — OS Map: SS 277 177

Meddon Green is 1.7 ha Local Nature Reserve, and comprises of culm grassland with
ponds, surrounded by hazel coppice. The site contains many typical culm grassland
plants including southern marsh orchid and greater bird’s-foot trefoil. Barn owl is a
regular site quartering the grassland and the hazel coppice supports dormice.
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
