Times 
From the 3rd April until the 30th October 2010 the Haytor Hoppa (Service 271) will be running 
on Saturdays from Bovey Tracey. Later in the summer there will also be opportunities to take the 
Hoppa on Tuesdays too.

Costs 
With a day ticket price of £2 per adult, £1 per child (5-15 years inclusive) or £5 for a family  
(up to 2 adults and 3 children) it represents fantastic value for a car free day out on Dartmoor.

The Haytor Hoppa not only provides a scenic bus ride but offers you the opportunity to visit 
Haytor Rocks, Houndtor Rocks and Bonehill Rocks;

As well as take the bus ride you can go on a variety of walks including;
• circular walks from the National Park Information Centre – Haytor;
• linear walks e.g.Templer Way back to Bovey Tracey or maybe walk to Hountor and catch  

the next Haytor Hoppa back?
• take advantage of an audio walk around Haytor
• or how about a guided walk? Even better these are free as you came by public transport!
