£1 per child (5-15 years inclusive) or £5 for a family (up to 2 adults and 3 children).

Sundays take advantage of the Dartmoor Sunday Rover and enjoy unlimited bus travel for only
£6.50 per adult, £4.30 per child (5-15 years inclusive) or £16 for a family (up to 2 adults and
3 children).

The Transmoor Link (Bus service 82) gives you the opportunity to take a scenic bus ride from
Exeter to Plymouth across the breadth of Dartmoor National Park

As well as take the bus ride you can go on a variety of walks including;

» circular walks from the National Park Information Centre — Postbridge;
