VISIT

Travel from Exeter to Eggesford via Crediton along the
Tarka line following the gentle river valleys of the Taw and the Yeo

Area of Devon
Exeter — Eggesford, mid Devon returning to Exeter via Crediton.

Operators

Head to Exeter Central or Exeter St David's rail stations to catch a First Great Western train
along the Tarka Line. The Tarka Line runs for 39 miles (60 minutes) between the city of Exeter
and the ancient market fown of Barnstaple.

Useful Information

Alight at Eggesford and walk from the station info the magnificent Forestry Commission
woodlands. Stop for a locally sourced lunch at the Fox and Hounds Country Hotel, a former
Victorian coaching house just a short distance from Eggesford Station.

If you enjoy a pint or two of real ale, this railway line is also popular as a Rail Ale Trail where
you can stop off along your journey at distinctive pubs within convenient walking distance of
the Tarka Line railway stations!

Get back on the train and head towards Exeter. On the way you can visit the thriving
market town of Crediton to browse the variety of inferesting shops, and visit the magnificent
Parish Church of the Holy Cross, an imposing red sandstone building dating mainly from
the 15th century and standing on the site of Devon’s first Saxon cathedral.
