The journey is full of contrasts taking in views of the Royal Naval Dockyard in Plymouth and
Brunel’s famous Royal Albert Bridge over the Tamar, before crossing the Tavy Viaduct into the
quiet countryside of the Bere Peninsula.

As the train climbs towards Gunnislake, remnants of the areas industrial past are visible,
together with glimpses of a few slopes and orchards still cultivated by market gardeners.

The scenic views and landscape of the Tamar Valley make a trip on the line an experience in
its own right. But to fully enjoy your day, why not break your journey along the route to explore
the area? The villages have many inferesting features, and there are shops, pubs and cafes
for refreshments.
